Water Cycle Assignment
In this assignment we will identify, describe and model the steps of the water cycle.  It will be a three step process.  Each step will be graded individually. The steps are listed below.


Step One:  You are to draw the water cycle on an unlined piece of paper.  You will label the different parts and either on the back or a separate sheet of paper, you will describe each step in the cycle.  It should be neat and colorful.  This part is DUE by Fri. Nov. 20, 2009 and is worth 10 points. 


Step Two:  You will need to get approval of your model design before you begin building.  This should be done by the end of class on Monday.

Step Three:  For this step, you will make a model of the water cycle.  This will include the different parts and steps of the water cycle.  It should be 3-D and contain color.  The steps should be labeled but no need to describe them.  This part is DUE by Wed. Nov. 25, 2009 and is worth 25 points.  We will work on this in class for three days (Monday Nov. 23 – Wed. Nov. 25).
Keep in mind that a goal in this class is to use materials responsibly so reusing supplies to build your model is highly encouraged!
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
